The
wide range of historical archaeology in which it interested is
reflected in ASHA’s publications: Studies in Historical
Archaeology, a series of Occasional Papers, volumes based on
the papers from the Annual Conference, the quarterly
Newsletter and Australasian Historical Archaeology.

The Society’s activities include public lectures and an
annual conference which provides a forum for speakers from
throughout Australia, New Zealand and overseas. Members of
the Society receive the quarterly Newsletter, and Australasian
Historical Archaeology as part of their subscription.
