In general, follow the guidelines set out in the Australian 
Government Style Manual, especially as regards numeric and 
metric conventions. In particular, the following formats are 
used by AHA: 
- numbers over I 000 with spaces not commas 
- numbers less than ten spelt, e.g. two; 1 I and above as numerals 
- numbers with decimal places given as numerals, e.g. 8.4 
- dates as 1978-1979 not 1978-79 or 1978-9 
- spell out per cent in text, abbreviate to % in tables 
- measurements should be given in metric, unless taken frmn a 

primary source 
- if necessary, the Imperial measurement can follow in brackets, 

e.g. 0.9 m (three feet) 
- where measurements are given in imperial, the metric 

conversion should follow in brackets 
- metric units should be abbreviated, without a full stop, e.g. 

9 m not 9 m. or nine metres
