Theme: Industrial Awakening:
The Archaeological Perspective.

Inpertretation of historical
domestic and settlement site
archaeology in Australia has
developed vigorously in the
last three years. There has
been less concentration on
industrial sites archaeology,
especially those of the later
period (c.1850-l950), and the
1988 Bicentennial Conference
will focus primarily on this
field.

Because of the great variety
of industrial sites and the
current emphasis in field
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work on industrial technology
the themes selected are broau,
and primarily technological in
orientation. Both, however,
have the capacity to embrace
social and welfare issues.

Papers are accordingly invited
on the following themes:

1. Depression,Boom,Bust:
Written History-Archaeological
~ites.

Standard popular conceptions of
Australian industrial develop­
ment comprise a sequence of .
peaks and hollows which follow
the British trends up to 1850,
'awaken' to boom with the gold
money till the 80s, slump with
the tariff legislation of the
90s, boom again until the end
of W.W.I to slump in the late
20s and 30s and then flourish
with the stimulus of W.W.II.
Many industrial sites reflect
this pattern, others may not.
The degree to which physical
industrial remains conform to
such broad models- with ques­
tions raised as to why, if
they dID not- is an area unique­
ly suceptible to archaeological
enquiry. Studies of industrial
sites which both do and do not
follow the standard model are
invited with documentation and
comment.
2. Innovation, Importation,
Adaptation on Australian
Industrial Sites,

A notable feature of much
Australian industrial technol­
ogy is the rapid standardisa­
tion and widespread distribu­
tion of a particular imported
model that proved relevant to
Australian conditions. The UK.
Platt brick press was one, the
American Cobb coach, and gold
machinery such as the Hunting­
don mill, Bedan pans, Wilfley
tables.
